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Introduction

The complexity of contradictions hidden in the development of the world-system can be
determined when the origin and expansion of modern western capitalism is analyzed in
the broad context of world geography and long-term structural vector. From this
perspective, the systemic expansion of capitalism in the historical period of five centuries
of accumulation based on the unequal movement of global value, the dominance of the
hegemonic structure in the political, economic and social configuration of international
relations has led to a situation where the quantitative and qualitative levels of global
growth and development The conventional and balanced formation has been removed and
the highly unequal and unbalanced layers of development and underdevelopment have
been reproduced on a world scale. In these chaotic relations of the world-system,
structurally unequal relations have been institutionalized in the internal mechanisms of
non-core national states, and irregular and crisis-producing transformations have become
a dominant structural rule. Therefore, the construction and development of non-core
spaces from the point of view of asymmetric morphology and internal social, economic
and political reproduction of these areas have faced stable anti-development disturbances.
In this long-term perspective, Iran, as a non-core and developing country, has faced the
systemic challenges of capitalism since the end of the Safavid dynasty and has been
structurally integrated into the world-system since the end of the Qajar period. The
consequence of the structure of this chaotic transformation in Iran has been the creation of
discontinuity in the formation of national development and the limitation of internal social
reproduction to the structures and requirements of modern international capitalism.

The importance of the current discussion is closely related to the process of transition
disorders to the structural development of the Islamic Republic of Iran in the post-
revolutionary period. In other words, understanding the systemic limitations created on
the scale of the world-system in the process of systematic accumulation of capital,
geopolitical pressures, economic sanctions and political crisis in the content of the
relations between Iran and the United States in the systemic space of the third hegemonic
cycle can be a pathological barrier to the structural development of Iran and possible
alternatives native to reveal the civilization center of Islamic Iran. On the other hand, the
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necessity of the present research is related to the requirements imposed by American
hegemonic relations since the coup d'état of August 1953 on Iran's national formation.
Therefore, refusing to analyze this issue negates the practical and theoretical realization of
effective in curbing the systemic obstacles of development and native alternative
development. With these considerations, the main question of the current research is
expressed as follows: How has the formation of Iran's development changed during the
long-term crisis of late capitalism? The hypothesis of the current paper states that the
structural contraction of the world-economy, the imposition of the requirements of the
hegemonic systemic relations of the United States and the neoliberal development model
in the time vector of 1979-2021 have created a complex and entropic disorder in the
process of conventional and balanced structural development of native Iran.

Methodology

This paper is based on critical-structural method in the analysis of complex systems. In
this regard, the integration of the world-system analysis approach and the longue-durée
structural model of the Annales School is the basis of the research. This integrated model
is configured with a view to the combination of issues of inter-state system construction,
world-economy structure, development systemic morphology, power hierarchy and
hegemonic relations of international capitalism, which leads to the development of unique
structural-historical conjunctions in longue-durée determinations. In this perspective, in
longue-durée periods, unique development formations can develop in the hegemonic
construction of the world-system. Therefore, this theoretical construction in a systematic,
holistic and dialectical perspective reveals the dominant mechanisms of development in
the modern capitalist world.

Result and Discussion

The coordinate of Iran in the non-core space as a result of the systemic expansion of
modern Western capitalism and integration into the world-system have created conditions
in the national formation from a structural perspective that have disturbed its metabolic
and systemic development. This longue-durée historical mutation in Iran's social
reproduction is due to many other variables that have targeted the national development of
Iran. As a direct result of this contradiction, the process of transition to structural and
sustainable development of Iran has faced internal obstacles and perimeter pressures of
the world system.
In the framework of the argument presented and based on the systemic pathology of Iran's
development and the causes of reproducing the complexity and modern barriers to the
formation of structural development, it shows the following variables, which in a general
classification and according to the long-term structural time vector of 1979-2021 in the
formation National of the Islamic Republic of Iran has had a decisive impact:

1. 1Direct and indirect pressures of the hegemonic system and the result of the

decline of the third hegemonic cycle.

2. The long-term structural crisis of late capitalism.

3. Modeling non-native development policies, which include the economic policies

of the International Monetary Fund and the World Bank Group, which are

configured in the content of the principles of neoliberalism.

4. Iran's entry into the global mechanisms of digital network capitalism and the

expansion of various forms of financialization in the national economic system.

5. International sanctions.

6. Geopolitical crises in the Middle East region. The systemic outcome of the

feedback of the mentioned variables can be seen in the long contraction of Iran's

gross domestic product (fig.1):

Simultaneously, the mentioned variables have different relative and determining effects in
intensifying and amplification the dissipative structures and the complexity of the
transition to sustainable development of Iran. On the other hand, at the same time, these
variables have deeply weakened the possibility of creating a native model of development
that can be adapted to the requirements of internal structures and needs. This complex and
irregular process has created an adverse and chaotic effect on the systematic cycle of
national accumulation. So that the realization of the national industrial revolution and the
stable and exponential increase of the GDP and other quantitative and qualitative
variables have weakened the development. The expansion of the non-productive sector in
Iran's national economy in the late capitalist period and the emergence of the corruption of
prebendalism are among the consequences of the aforementioned variables in Iran's
development crisis. An alternative to this situation can be the creation of a theoretical and
practical mechanism for development policy.

Conclusion

The findings of the paper reveal that the fundamental contradictions in the formation of
the national development of the Islamic Republic of Iran in the critical phase of late
capitalism have intensified and strengthened under the influence of hegemonic systemic
pressures and the corresponding sanctions, and at the same time they have been modeled
after the neoliberal programs of the Bretton Woods institutions and the ideas of the new
economic right circles. University of Chicago has reinforced the complexities of structural
transition from historical underdevelopment and reconstruction of Iran's development. On
the other hand, due to the indifference to the complexities of Iran's coordinates in the
modern world-system and the refusal to create a native alternative to development,
internal structural pressures have increased in the reproduction of Iran's development.
Therefore, the quantitative and qualitative mechanisms of development and the process of
national governance and management of Iran have experienced several crises under the
pressures caused by imported patterns of development, and the mobilization of soft and
hard power resources and the realization of operations for structural transition to national
development that is proportionate and corresponding to the requirements and needs The
interior is in turmoil. These anthropic relations have been intensified in the post- Joint
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Comprehensive Plan of Action period. Statistical indicators such as the contraction of
GDP in the discussed period, the increase in class gap, the return of the cycle of inflation
and prolonged recessionary inflation, the disruption of national systematic accumulation,
the lack of increase in the level of industrial and non-industrial production in proportion to
other economic sectors in the formulation of the GDP, the increasing financialization of
the national economic system and the pressure of geopolitical crises in the Middle East
and the open confrontation of the Islamic Republic of Iran with the declining hegemonic
power of the United States and the imposition of sanctions policies have reflected the
disorders of Iran's sustainable development in late capitalism.

The critical output of this paper shows that moving away from imported development
patterns and localization of development based on the Iranian-Islamic civilizational
structure can strengthen national solidarity with an approach based on the expansion of
the national production organization, general reduction of the level of structural gap in
income distribution and social inequalities, and continuous strengthening of the
convergence process. To create a local culture and identity with lasting effectiveness. At
the same time, the localization of the development model can become a decisive factor in
strengthening the construction of political power, the effectiveness of functions and the
deepening of the quantitative and qualitative level of legitimacy of the political system.
Finally, replacing the native model of development in non-core areas with the growth and
development patterns of the developed focal areas of the world- system, including Iran, is
the starting point for dismantling Prebendalism relations and curbing corruption and
inefficiency in the administrative and economic system. It seems that the definition and
creation of the structural conditions of indigenous development and institutionalization in
the long-term vector can guarantee the containment of the distortion of the country's
structural actions and dominate the original historical relations based in the Iranian-
Islamic civilization over the hegemonic development model and its so-called modern and
non-indigenous output. The guidelines of the leadership of the Islamic Republic of Iran as
a requirement of the government regarding the localization of development can be
considered as the path to the localization of the development of Iran.
