The analysis highlights missed opportunities where the adoption of duality could have led
to different outcomes, such as fostering dialogue, reducing tensions, and promoting
sustainable development. However, the persistence of contradictions suggests that
dialectics continues to be the dominant force shaping Iran's trajectory. This introduction
sets the stage for a detailed examination of these concepts and their implications for Iran's
political, economic, and social evolution.

The Islamic Republic's trajectory, marked by revolutions, internal
strife, and external pressures, aligns more closely with dialectical principles, where
contradictions—whether ideological, economic, or social—have consistently fueled
progress and crisis alike.

The findings suggest that duality has often served as a rhetorical tool rather than a
practical guide, employed to justify the status quo or mask underlying conflicts. This
discrepancy between theory and practice raises critical questions about the applicability of
duality in contexts where power struggles and structural tensions are prevalent.

transformations. The study calls for a reevaluation of theoretical approaches to better
